School Entrances 
FMS has two primary entrances.  The main 
entrance is the east entrance that is closest to our 
main office.  We would appreciate any visitors 
coming to our school to use the east entrance 
during our school day.

We encourage our parents to drop 
off and pick up their child using the east entrance.

During the day our west entrance doors remain 
locked to provide additional security while school 
is in session.  Students are instructed NOT to open 
these doors for adults during the day.  
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FMSÑ A Safe School 
FMS is a safe school with absolutely no tolerance 
for bullying or harassment.  We take all threatening 
comments and threatening gestures very seriously.  
So, DONÕT!  Any threatening gestures or 
comments may result in disciplinary action.    
One very important reason FMS is such a safe 
school is because our students report concerns 
about safety to the adults in our school.  Parents, 
please discuss this with your child.  We appreciate 
your help in making FMS a safe, orderly and 
inviting school. 
 
Great Food, Great Prices! 
At FMS, we use an electronic debit card system for 
purchasing hot lunch or snacks.  This service will 
not be used during the first few days of school.  
Plan on bringing cash to purchase meals or snacks 
until we get the debit system up and running.   
 
The debit card will allow you to purchase your 
studentÕs lunch on a regular basis or all at once, and 
not worry about finding the correct change every 
day.  The system will also track your studentÕs 
purchases.  This information is available to you 
upon request. 
 
The card is free but replacement for lost cards is 
$3.00.  The card is also used for library check out, 
lunch equipment, ASB card, and student 
identification.   
 
Meal prices are as follows:  breakfast is $1.40 for 
students and $2.00 for adults; lunch is $2.15 for 
students and $3.00 for adults.

If you will not be 
attending FMS this year, please contact Mrs. Bryan 
at the school office, 664-8961 ext. 2225 to let us 
know of your school change. 
 
Getting StartedÉ  
 
Student Schedules 
Schedules will be mailed on August 26th.  Please call 
if you notice any mistakes on your schedule like 
two classes of the same thing or a missing period 
or required class. 
 
Keep your schedule in a safe place and bring it to 
school on the first day.  Your schedule will guide 
you through your first day in school.   
 
Changing your schedule is a complex process that 
usually involves making changes to many of your 
classes even when you only want to change one 
class.  Contact Mrs. Bullock, our counselor, if you 
have a problem with your schedule and when you 
get to school, please listen to the bulletin for 
directions about schedules for the first week. 
 
On the first day of school, please attend the 
assigned classes on your schedule.  Your 
homeroom teacher will give you directions on how 
to go about making any needed class changes.  
 
No Class Schedule? 
There are a few reasons why you may not have 
received a schedule prior to the start of school: 

1) You have not had your MMR immunization 
booster; 3 doses of Hep B Immunization, or for 
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6th grade only, Varicella vaccination (if you have 
not ever had the chicken pox) and T-dap 
immunization.  This is required in order for you 
to attend school. 

2) You may still owe fines and fees from last year. 
3) Your schedule has not yet been completed by the 

counselor.   

If this is the case, you will receive your schedule on 
the first day of school when entering the building.  
If you have any questions, please contact Jan 
Bullock, school counselor. 
 
If  you need an MMR booster, Hep B immuniza-
tion, Varicella vaccine or T-dap immunization, you 
may contact your doctor or the Health Department 
for assistance.  You may pay your fines and fees 
prior to school starting.  Please contact Mrs. Bryan 
at 664-8961 ext. 2225 so that we can resolve these 
concerns before school begins.  We really want you 
to attend school on the first day.  
 

                
Student Planners 
Each year FMS orders student planners for all of 
our students.  It is a requirement that every student 
have a planner.  Student cost for the planners is 
$7.00.  You may purchase a planner in the office 
prior to the opening of school.  Our PTA will also 
be selling the planners during our student tours as 
well as on the first day of school.  
 
During the first week of school, all of you will 
receive instruction on how to best use your 
planners.  Planners are intended to help you 
organize your school work.  They are also a 
primary way for parents to communicate with your 
teachers about homework, your classroom 
participation and class activities. 
 

       
PE Uniforms 
All Wenatchee School District middle schools 
require students to wear PE uniforms for their 
physical education classes.  The cost of the PE 

uniforms is $12.00.  They may be purchased prior 
to the beginning of the school year.

Fall Sports 
Seventh and eighth grade fall sports begin on the 
first day of school!  In order to participate, you 
must complete the following:  1) have a record of a 
physical examination on file in the office (good for 
one calendar year) 2) show proof of adequate 
medical insurance or purchase medical insurance 
through the school 3) have purchased an ASB card  
4) have a safety guidelines form signed by a parent 
in the office 5) have a signed Athletic/Activity 
contract in the office 6) have emergency 
information on file in the office 7) be a resident of 
the Wenatchee School District 8) be under 15 years 
of age as of June 1, 2007.   
 
All of the necessary forms needed to meet these 
requirements are available in the office.  The 
physical form may be found on the FMS website. 
 
Take the Challenge, Make It Happen! 
Registration for the Foothills Challenge Program 
will begin the month of September.  All students 
are invited to join Falcon Flyers, our school 
enrichment program.   
 
Be Ready to Soar on the First Day of School 
 
Purchase your Planner, PE Uniform and ASB fee 
as well as clear yourself for fall sports all before 
school starts.  Please make sure to take advantage 
of our office being open before school begins 
(office hours can be found on page 6).  There is 
also ONE evening opportunity to purchase your 
items, Thursday August 21st from 7-8pm.  
Purchasing your items before school starts allows 
you to avoid LONG lines on the first day of school 
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ASB Fees 
ASB fees are required for participation in ASB 
activities (i.e., sports, clubs, competitions, 
activities). 
 
Students must pay the $10 fee in order to 
participate in any extra-curricular activities (sports, 
clubs, ASB office, activities).  The fee may be paid 
in the school office.   
 
Student Information Packet 
Parents, during the first week of school, you will 
receive a student information packet with very 
important student information.  Your student is 
responsible for bringing this packet home to you. 
The packet will include information about: school 
pictures, student rights and responsibilities and 
attendance.  Please review all of this information 
with your student.   
 
Contacting Staff 
Our staff is committed to providing an outstanding 
educational experience for your student.  Your 
involvement is important to us.   If for any reason, 
you wish to contact a teacher, you may do so by 
telephone or through our school website.  The staff 
checks their voice mail and email on a regular basis 
and will return your call as soon as they can 
without interfering with your studentÕs instruction.  
 
Parent Visitors 
We encourage parent visits to FMS.  You are 
welcome here!  If you wish to visit, however it is 
required that you sign in on our visitor check in 
board in the office with our office staff to assure 
your students safety in school.  We encourage 
parents to have lunch with their child and friends.  
 
If you would like to visit your childÕs classroom, 
please make arrangements with his/her teacher in 
advance.  This is a courtesy to our staff and mini-
mizes classroom interruptions.  Your involvement 
and interest in your childÕs participation at FMS is a 

STRONG contributing factor to his/her success in 
school.

We appreciate the Òbehind the scenesÓ work of our 
many parent volunteers.   
 
Their efforts throughout the school year provide 
welcome support to the work we do at FMS with 
your child. 
 
If you would like to volunteer at FMS this school 
year, please pick up a volunteer application from 
our office.

Daily RoutineÉ  
 
A Repeat:  School Routines 
Our first day of school is on Tuesday, September 
2nd.  First period always begins at 8:00 a.m., 
Tuesday Ð Friday.  School begins every Monday at 
9:30 a.m.  What does this mean?  Be in your 
classroom and ready to learn when first period 
begins.  Here are some other successful tips that 
will help you to get off to a strong start this school 
year: 
 
1) Use your planner.  Every student is required to 

have a planner to keep organized through the 
school year.    Use it to make reminders of 
what you need to do and to copy down your 
assignments. 
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2) Keep your locker neat and clean.  Sloppy 
lockers can slow you down and make you late 
to class. 

 
3) Make time for homework.  Set up a special 

time each day to do your homework in a quiet 
place at home where you will not be disturbed. 

 
4) Prepare the night before.  This will save you 

time in the morning in order to get to school 
on time with a Òpositive attitude.Ó 

 
5) Make some new friends.  It may seem to be a 

little lonely if you arenÕt in the same classes 
with your old friends.  Get to know some new 
people.  Be friendly.  Be a good listener.  Get 
involved in school activities.  Be yourself.  Take 
an interest in others.  DonÕt fret about making 
friends right away.  Building great friendships 
takes time.  

 
6) When in doubt, seek out help from an adult.  

We are here to help you do well in school.  
DonÕt be afraid to ask questions or ask for 
assistance if you need it.  We all want to be 
independent but we do need help! 

 
7) Come prepared with a Òcan doÓ attitude.  

There is a supplies list enclosed in this 
newsletter.  Check it out!  You will be surprised 
at the progress you will make in coming 
prepared with the willingness to do the very 
best you can and never giving up!   

 
Student Attendance 
Attending school is critical to student success.  It is 
important that students arrive to school on time.  If 
your student is absent, please contact our office by 
phone.  If the office is not open, you may leave a 
message at 664-8961 ext. 2221.  Those students 
arriving late to school are UNEXCUSED if we do 
not receive a phone call or note from a parent.   
 
Also, we are required by law to report all 
unexcused absences to the Wenatchee School 
District.

When All Else Fails, Follow the Directions 
Our student handbook has been conveniently 
printed in student planners.  During the first day 
of school, teachers will review important aspects of 
the handbook.  The student handbook contains 
important information about the expectations, 
activities, and policies of FMS.  Please take the time 
to review your studentÕs handbook with them.  
Knowing the information in the handbook and 
following the directions within it will help students 
experience a successful year in school. 
 
Wenatchee School District has a ÒuniformÓ dress 
code.  Please review the dress code with your 
student.   
 

• head coverings Ð the wearing of any covering 
over the head is prohibited; including but not 
limited to, hats bandanas, scarfÕs, hair nets, 
etc. 

• clothing articles that inappropriately reveal 
body areas of the shoulder, back, chest, waist, 
and upper thighs are prohibited; including, 
but not limited to, tank tops, halter tops, 
midriff shirts, and shorts above the mid 
thigh, cutoffs which are not hemmed, 
exposed underwear or undergarments, holes 
in clothing. 

• clothing and/or accessories that would be 
considered a safety hazard or could result in 
injury to the individual or others, and that 
would be considered a disruption to the 
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learning environment are prohibited; this 
includes, but is not limited to chains, sharp 
protruding objects affixed to necklaces, 
collars, bracelets and rings, sunglasses, game 
boys, iPods, cell phones and other electronic 
devices. 

 

If you are in doubt about what to wear to school, 
then itÕs probably a good idea not to wear it and to 
ask an adult at school.
